TIPS FOR SPEEDING YOUR NETWORK

In networks using UTP cables or STP cables it is interesting to note that only two pairs of
cables are being used upto 100 Mbps. (i.e. orange and orange white and green and green

white) from workstation to switch.
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But generally it was observed that this standard is not being followed by some contractors
resulting in noise and slowdown of network traffic. This was reported by many stations and
my personal experience. Once it is made allright the speed jumps to 100 Mbps.

Another case of slowing down of network may be possible case of virus in network.
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ORGANISATIONAL UNIT (OU)

An OU is simply a container like your brief case. You can keep users or computers and the access to
various objects can be controlled through group policy.

Creating an OU involves a series of operations, which is explained below:
1. Go to “Start” and then select “Run” as in Fig. 1.

2. It opens a window as in Fig. 2. In this window type dsa.msc. This will open Active Directory Users
and Computers as in Fig. 3.

3. This can also be achieved by “Start-Administrative Tools-Active Directory Users and Computers”.

4. The display in Fig.3 shows the Domain name in the left side and the built in containers on the right
side. The domain name is “stit.com” and the built in users and containers are Builtin, Computers,
Domain Controller, Foreign Security Principals and Users.

5. First of all plan the number of OUs and where you want to create it. Here we are creating in
stit.com domain. In our example we have planned for three main OUs viz.,1. Engg 2. Programme
and 3. Administration. The child OUs in this main OUs are Maintenance and Operation in Engg. OU
Casual, Announcers and Production staff in Programme OU. Admin and Accounts in
Administration. OU

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6. To create an OU in the domain just click on the domain name and it is highlighted. Then click on
the OU icon in the tool bar marked by an arrow. Immediately one window will open as in Fig. 4.

7. On the top it displays “New Object-Organisational Unit. Then it displays “Create in: stit.com/”. Then
there is an option for the user to provide the name of the OU. In Fig. 4 it is “Programme”
8. Like wise the main OUs and the child OUs should be created as In Fig. 5.

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9. The individual user names and passwords may be created.

10. Right click on the OU and a drop down menu will open as in Fig. 5. it is having many options but we
are interested in “Properties”. Click on the properties option and the resulting display will be as in
Fig. 6.

11. This displays four options viz., a) general, b) Managed By ¢) COM+ and d) Group Policy. We are
interested in Group Policy and select that tab.

12. Initially there will be no policy and it will display nothing. Click “New” and immediately “New Group
Policy Object will be displayed and highlighted. The user can change the name to give an identity
so that by just seeing the name any body can have an idea regarding the policy. Name it casual
group policy.

13. At present no policy is set. Therefore click on “Edit” button and the resulting display will be as in
Fig. 7.
